   The objective is to give families the 

opportunity to learn about preventive health 

measures. This is accomplished by equipping 

village women as volunteer workers for 

community-based primary health care. 

Interactive learning and hands-on experiences 

are used so participants return to their 

communities with the ability to share their 

knowledge and use their new skills. In this way 

the health workers empower people to prevent 

serious disease by changing the conditions, 

which cause it, and treat illness in its earliest 

stage right in their own community.

   The women attend 3 one-week-

long courses over an eighteen-

month period. They experience and 

learn about a variety of topics 

related to health issues. Upon 

completion of the first course the 

health workers are invited to offer 

their services in addressing the 

health needs of their family, church 

and community. 

 

The òGive Ye Them To Eató program has trained 169 women as community-based, primary health 

workers since 1996.  There are three, one-week courses, Basic, Intermediate and Advanced Health.  

Of the 169 women who started with the Basic Health Course, 83% have gone on to complete the 

three courses to graduate as Volunteer Health Workers of the Methodist Church of Mexico.  Even if 

they do not graduate, once they have taken their first course they are ready to teach and share the 

knowledge and skills they have acquired.  If they only teach basic health principles in their rural 

communities, that alone will greatly improve the health of their family, neighbors and community in 

general.  Each year the women serve  between 10,000 and 13,000 people, sharing information on 

health issues, teaching preventive health measures, offering first aid, etc.  During the last week of 

September 2010, 23 women participated in the Basic Health Course and then returned the first week 

of March 2011, for the Intermediate course on First Aid.  Thank you, dear friends, for providing all 169  

women with the opportunity to be involved in a ministry of health as they serve God by serving their 

neighbors.

Give Ye Them To Eat:

The apostles gathered around Jesus and reported to him all they had done and taught. 
31

Then, because so many 

people were coming and going that they did not even have a chance to eat, he said to them, "Come with me by yourselves to a quiet place 

and get some rest."  
32

So they went away by themselves in a boat to a solitary place. 
33

But many who saw them leaving recognized them and 

ran on foot from all the towns and got there ahead of them. 
34

When Jesus landed and saw a large crowd, he had compassion on them, 

because they were like sheep without a shepherd. So he began teaching them many things.  
35

By this time it was late in the day, so his 

disciples came to him. "This is a remote place," they said, "and it's already very late. 
36

Send the people away so they can go to the surrounding 

countryside and villages and buy themselves something to eat."  
37

But he answered, "You give them something to eat." (Give Ye Them To 

Eat).   They said to him, "That would take eight months of a man's wages! Are we to go and spend that much on bread and give it to them to 

eat?"  
38

"How many loaves do you have?" he asked. "Go and see."  When they found out, they said, "Fiveñand two fish."  
39

Then Jesus 

directed them to have all the people sit down in groups on the green grass. 
40

So they sat down in groups of hundreds and fifties. 
41

Taking the 

five loaves and the two fish and looking up to heaven, he gave thanks and broke the loaves. Then he gave them to his disciples to set before 

the people. He also divided the two fish among them all. 
42

They all ate and were satisfied, 
43

and the disciples picked up twelve basketfuls of 

broken pieces of bread and fish.
